Join your fellow pastelists for an interesting and informative presentation by Auburn 
artist Margot Schulzke.  Our meeting and presentation will be held from 9:30 
a.m. to approximately noon.  The location is the Greenstone Estates Clubhouse, 
4700 Old French Town Road, in Shingle Springs off of Mother Lode Drive.   
A longtime columnist for The Pastel Journal, Margot Schulzke  is widely regarded 
as an authority on the subject of composition and design.  The subject of her talk to 
us is based on her recent book, A Painter’s Guide to Design and Composition 
(Northlight) which was released, to rave reviews, in February 2006.  Her webpage 
states, “Believing as she does that fine traditional paintings must be able to stand on 
their own as abstract compositions, Schulzke's primary interest is in shapes and 
proportion, making cityscapes her signature theme.
